1. Ask students about how they learn best. Provide them
opportunities to provide you with feedback. Involve students in
assessment.

2. Ask them for ideas on how they can demonstrate proficiency on
tasks (Differentiated Learning!)

3. Consideration of individual, social, and culture dimensions —

“how people learn within and across learning environments”
